Our courses reflect an expanding field of feminist research
including feminist theory, health issues, philosophy, queer issues and
sexuality studies, legal issues, violence against women, equity in the
workplace, and women and the creative arts.

Speaker and Conference Series
In order to enrich the research and learning environment in the department and to open a public dialogue about feminist issues, we intend to
establish an ongoing speaker and conference series. Each year, the series will feature a high profile feminist scholar who will present a public lecture
to Western faculty, staff and students, as well as members of the London community. The scholar would also offer an intensive, research-focused
seminar to advanced undergraduates, graduate students, and faculty. The speaker’s topic would reflect a research area that is being discussed in
one or more courses within the department.
