Rewarding Superior Academic Achievement

These graduate awards provide an effective means of recognizing exceptionally talented students and rewarding their hard work and superior
academic performance. Recipients must be‘A’students who have passed a province-wide competitive review process based on their marks,
references, research plans, and communication skills. An 0GS/ST award may be held for a maximum of two years by a Master’s student,
and four years by a Doctoral student.

0GS/ST awards are highly sought after and Western enjoys one of the highest allocation rates for these prestigious scholarships in the entire
province. A total of 264 0GS awards are held by outstanding Western graduate students for the 2008-09 academic year.
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
