More than half of the 185,000 hospital re-admissions due to adverse
events during hospitals stays in (anada are related to surgical
procedures. Around the world, there are initiatives underway aimed at
decreasing the incidence of adverse events in surgery.

Simulation is recognized by the Canadian Patient Safety Institute (CPSI)
as a major determinant of patient safety and outcomes. Simulation
enables students to practice surgical procedures, become familiar with
surgical tools and equipment, improve their proficiency, work as part of
ateam, and analyze data to evaluate how well the task was performed.

Why Western?

Schulich’s Department of Surgery collaborates with CSTAR (Canadian Surgical Technologies & Advanced Robotics)—Canada’s leading facility
for multidisciplinary training in minimally invasive surgery—to develop and deliver education and surgical skills simulation programming
for students and working surgeons. Students and residents from Schulich participate in courses and simulations at CSTAR and the number of
courses continues to grow each year. The Brent and Marilyn Kelman Centre for Advanced Learning will soon be another place where
residents and surgeons can train, using a number of new surgical simulations. Slated to open in 2010, the Kelman Centre will occupy the
6™ floor of the Lindros Legacy Pavilion and will consist of a 13 station skills lab.
