Widely recognized as a centre of excellence, the Division of Vascular Surgery at
the Schulich School is a national leader in treating complex vascular surgery cases
through patient care, education and research.

The clinical program provides vascular surgery care to the citizens of Southwestern
Ontario and beyond. Over 800 major surgical procedures are performed yearly
including over 330aorticaneurysm repairs, half of which are treated endovascularly.
