Western's Athletic program dates back to the late 1800s and is steeped in a tradition of excellence
of which we are extremely proud and committed to maintaining. The Western Mustangs name
is synonymous with superior athletic programs and the highest level of academic achievement.

The Western Mustangs experience is all encompassing—it links the student experience and the
academic mission of the University and reaches out to the larger community promoting values
beyond sport itself.

Participation in athletics provides a sound basis for the development of leadership and teamwork |
skills that can be used throughout a lifetime, and plays an important role in an individual’s academic
and social development.

Selected Highlights

For the 2007-08 academic year, Western moved up to No. 5 in the national rankings with
94 Canadian Interuniversity Sport (CIS) Academic All-Canadians and boasts a provincial best
130 Ontario University Athletics (OUA) Achievement Award winners. These prestigious awards honour those student athletes who
successfully balance academic excellence with athletic achievement.

B Western's women's golf team won its fourth straight OUA title, while the men’s squash team won its 26™ straight OUA championship.
In total, Western won 9 OUA championships and medalled in an additional 13 sports provincially. In all, 36 of Western's 38 teams
finished in the Top 5 in Ontario.

B |n Brad Campbell’s third season as head coach, Western men’s basketball team returned to the CIS Final 8 for the second straight
year, losing in a heartbreaking semi-final to the host and eventual champion Carleton Ravens who scored at the buzzer.

B Western's women’s and men’s rowing teams won the Canadian University and College Rowing title in B.C. coming on the heels
of the men’s 8s win at the Temple Challenge Cup at the prestigious Royal Henley Regatta.

B With a number of rookies in the lineup, the Western Mustangs men’s hockey team returned to the national championships,
winning the Queen’s Cup OUA title and advancing to the national championship game in Thunder Bay, ON.

W With Greg Marshall as head coach, the Western Mustangs football team has won back to back Yates Cup championships
in 2007 and 2008. In April 2009, Mustang defensive lineman Vaughn Martin was selected
by the San Diego Chargers in the 2009 National Football League Draft—the first
(anadian collegiate player to be drafted as an underclassman to the NFL

Western student-athletes and coaches also serve as guest readers at area schools and guest speakers at special events
throughout the region.

The Mustang Fund—Goal $2,000,000

The Mustang Fund has been created to meet the needs of Western's (IS and OUA competitive sports teams. This unrestricted fund, held by Western
Intercollegiate Athletics, will be used to meet the immediate needs of the teams and to create a permanent Mustang Fund for the future.

Each year, the Director of Intercollegiate Athletics, in consultation with the coaches, will designate the funds towards the areas of greatest need.
Support from this fund will allow the teams to concentrate on competition, performance and recruiting and retaining the best athletes
and coaches. Specifically, the Mustang Fund will:

B Support the ongoing financial needs associated with enhanced training, competition, recruitment and equipment upgrades.

B Provide support for Mustang teams through marketing, communications and promotions.

B Enable donors to tailor their support towards individual teams or student athlete awards.
