As a consequence, these 
resources must be updated and replaced on an ongoing basis.  

The Dean’s Equipment Endowment Fund will provide the needed fi nances to update equipment on a regular basis and help the Faculty 
of Science adapt to the needs of the future.

Our Goal
We turn to our alumni and friends to provide our students with the capability of solving complex problems using the most appropriate 
technology. The Dean’s Equipment Fund will be comprised of an expendable and endowed component.  This fund will provide 
immediate and annual fi nancial support for the regular replacement and renewal of outdated equipment.
